Welcome to Criminology! Criminology is the study of crime, criminal behaviour, and how society deals with crime. 
It helps us to understand:
· Why people commit crimes
· What makes something a crime
· How crime affects individuals and communities
· How we can prevent crime and respond to it fairly
Criminologists look at crime from different perspectives, including social, psychological, and legal viewpoints.

Your Task:
Create an informational poster based on a real-life crime case. In this poster you will explore what happened, why it happened, and who it affects.
Time: About 1 hour
Format: Hand-drawn or electronic (Electronic submissions should be printed and bought in with you).
Deadline: To be bought in to your first lesson.

	Step 1: Choose a Crime
Pick ONE real case from the last 10 years that has taken place in the UK.
 Ideas:
· Theft or burglary
· Violent crime
· Cybercrime
· Drug-related crime
Use: BBC News, documentaries, podcasts, or reliable websites


	Step 2: Case Summary
Include a short section on your poster:
What happened?
· Who was involved?
· Where and when?
· What was the outcome?
Keep it clear and concise (approx. 150 words max)


	Step 3: Why Did It Happen?
Create a section titled:
“Possible Causes of Crime”
Include at least 2 reasons, for example:
· Poverty or money issues
· Peer pressure
· Opportunity
· Mental health
Use bullet points or diagrams


	Step 4: Who Is Affected?
Create a section:
“Impact of Crime”
List and explain at least 3 groups affected:
· Victims
· Families
· Community
· Police
Add brief notes explaining how they are affected


	Step 5: Is It Fair?
Add a section:
“Justice and Fairness”
· What was the outcome of the case?
· Was the outcome fair?
· What would you change (if anything)?
