Modern History Holiday Work

The first topic we will studying in Modern History will be the history of Germany from 1918 to 1989. To help your understanding, it would be good if you could develop your knowledge of the geography of Germany. This exercise should take you about 1hr in total.

Instructions 
1. Print off the map.
2. Find a map of Germany that you can refer to.
3. On the printed copy, label the individual states or Lander. For the sake of space, just put the English names where two exist. These are Baden-Württemberg, Bavaria (Bayern), Berlin, Brandenburg, Bremen, Hamburg, Hesse (Hessen), Lower Saxony (Niedersachsen), Mecklenburg-Vorpommern, North Rhine-Westphalia (Nordrhein-Westfalen), Rhineland-Palatinate (Rheinland-Pfalz), Saarland, Saxony (Sachsen), Saxony-Anhalt (Sachsen-Anhalt), Schleswig-Holstein, Thuringia (Thüringen).
4. Then put in a dot for and label the major cities. Again, put the English names. These are: Hamburg, Munich (München), Cologne (Köln), Frankfurt, Stuttgart, Leipzig, Dortmund, Essen, Bremen, Dresden, Hanover (Hannover), Nuremberg (Nürnberg). 
5. Bring this map to your first Modern History lesson.
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
